I n The Fast & the Furious, Toretto pulls off some outra-

geous stunts with his Dodge Charger R/T. Perhaps one 

of the most surprising was seen in the seventh install-

ment, when Dom and his usual crew decided to parachute 

their vehicles from a C-130 cargo plane. The real problem 

arose when the director of the film, James Wan, decided to 

shoot the scene without resorting to digital effects. With 

advice from the US Army, who suggested using military-

grade parachutes used for launching heavy objects, the team 

modified all the cars in the sequence, including the Charger, 

whose engine was moved to the rear to balance its centre 

of gravity. They were launched without drivers inside, along 

with a group of professional paratroopers who were res-

ponsible for shooting the images. Afterwards, the vehicles 

were suspended with cables from a 300-ton crane to film 

the remaining 'airdrop' scenes.

NEW MODEL, ORIGINAL PARTS

Transformed into a symbol of The Fast and the Furious, the 

iconic black Dodge, modified with an engine that protrudes 

from the hood as well as to accommodate canisters for 

nitrous oxide, has appeared in most of the titles of the 

franchise, although at the end of some of them it was 

completely destroyed. That is why the start of each new 

shoot is a real challenge for Dennis McCarthy. Part of the 

saga since the third instalment, The Fast and the Furious: 

Tokyo Drift (2006), McCarthy and his company, Vehicle 

Effects, are dedicated to preparing the vehicles that appear 

in each film. This allows the characters to recover the old 

"treasures" in the following films. For example, after 

Toretto's famous Charger R/T was destroyed in the final 

run of the first film, Letty appeared to be restoring the 

same vehicle in Fast & Furious (the fourth instalment), 

expressing her desire for Toretto to return to the U.S from 

exile as soon as possible.

Given the nature of the films, which always include a 

large number of races, crashes and stunts, each selected 

model usually requires about six copies, and they don’t all 

come out unscathed! For example, of the original Chargers 

employed in The Fast and the Furious (2001), only one 

survived, which today can be seen in the guided tour of 

Universal Studios. For the following instalments, McCarthy 

had to travel across the United States in search of parts 

that would allow him to assemble new 1970 R/T Charger. 

The difficulties in getting them led the team to make a 

body mould in fiberglass..

The magic of cinema and the skill of McCarthy has 

allowed the public to enjoy the Dodge Charger in absolu-

tely incredible moments, like watching it parachute from 

an airplane or shoot full speed across the ice.

handy for installing nitrous oxide. The Dodge Charger, 

which reached a length of 5.17 meters and whose basic 

engine was a 5.211 cc V8 generating 230 HP, caused a 

sensation among the youth. In 1969 alone, for example, 

a total of 69,000 Chargers were produced.

FASTER AND MORE FURIOUS

At the end of the 1960s, Dodge began working on a new 

version of the Charger, the R/T model, designed to be more 

aesthetically pleasing than its predecessors. It included a 

new wedge-shaped front, retractable headlights made of 

fiberglass, a more aerodynamic rear window and a rear 

spoiler. Its popularity increased with the start of its film 

career: it participated with great success in the famous 

police chase of the 1968 film Bullit, in which the protago-

nist, Steve McQueen, chases it down whilst behind the 

wheel of a Ford Mustang. Those were the days of the 

Dodge fever.
Like many other companies of the time, Dodge sought 

– apart from aesthetics – to create powerful and fast cars 

which pleased its customers. Fuel consumption was not a 

concern, since the price of petrol was still very affordable. 

The only thing that mattered was speed. For this reason, 

Dodge ordered new designs for the Charger from John 

Pointer, Chrysler's missile engineer. His contributions paved 

the way for the creation of the 1969 Charger Daytona, 

which went directly into NASCAR (National Association 

for Stock Car Auto Racing) sports circuits where he mea-

sured its power against other series cars.

How fast was the Daytona? Dom Toretto demonstrated 

this in a dizzying sequence of Fast & Furious 6, in which 

those which would later be modified by street racers in 

The Fast and the Furious series. They wanted something 

that was very much in tune with their youthful identity: a 

car that looked sporty, was fast, strong, and all at an affor-

dable price.
This growing demand caused several companies to start 

manufacturing so-called ‘muscle cars’. They were sporty 

body vehicles with a "muscular" quality that, despite 

having high performance engines, entered the market at 

more than reasonable prices. The young people of the time 

saw their dreams fulfilled. Thanks to this new supply, they 

could buy racing cars that they could use in their daily lives 

on weekdays and, at the same time, compete with their 

friends on weekends.

Chrysler Corporation wanted to highlight the fashiona-

bility of the muscle car. In 1966, when families in the 

United States gathered around television to enjoy new 

fantasy series, such as Star Trek or Batman, Chrysler used 

these series as a platform for the Dodge Coronet, which 

had not been selling well, and also started the production 

of the Charger. When it was officially unveiled, the new 

model was advertised as ‘the Dodge rebellion’, as the 

conservative aura of the company was left behind by a 

sports car that was to enter into direct competition with 

the Plymouth Barracuda, the Ford Mustang and other well-

known vehicles of the time.

With a low gearbox and a well-designed interior, four 

seats were included, despite it only being a two-door car. 

The two back seats could be folded down in order to gain 

significant storage space in the back of the car. This space, 

as fans of The Fast and the Furious will know, came in 

nose more. In the same vein, the production of Special 

Edition (SE) models began, which had luxury finishes, resul-

ting in a classic that conveyed an image of arrogance, 

strength and virility. No wonder that years later, the makers 

of Fast and the Furious chose the 1970 Dodge Charger R/T 

to be the ideal partner for Dominic Toretto and, inciden-

tally, the flagship of the entire franchise. From the first 

instalment, Toretto demonstrated the enormous power of 

his "furious" vehicle, even being able to get onto just the 

rear wheels when starting from some traffic lights at full 

speed.
In The Fast & the Furious, Dom Toretto presented his 

particular treasure to Brian by saying: 'Me and my Dad 

built her. 900 horses of Detroit muscle. It’s a beast!'. Later, 

he explained that his father had managed to do an exact 

time of 9 seconds on the popular circuit of Pomona (Cali-

fornia). ‘So  much torque, the chassis twisted coming off 

the line. He barely kept it on the track’, a marvel whose 

fury caused even to Toretto himself to respect it.

DIFFERENT LINES

Despite the effects caused by the oil crisis in the 1970s, 

Dodge did not give up on trying to keep the Charger 

among its stand-out models. However, in the following 

decades it underwent significant changes.

Currently, the Dodge Charger SRT Hellcat exceeds 850 

HP and reaches almost 330 km/h, numbers that have led 

many to consider it the fastest sedan in the world. Its 

power was perfectly reflected in the epic finale of Fast & 

Furious 6 when, after proclaiming ‘Run or die’, Dominic 

Toretto, behind the wheel of a beautiful Hellcat, was laun-

ched behind a huge military plane in one of the most 

amazing chases of the franchise – pure adrenaline!

The close ties that this line of vehicles has maintained 

with Fast and the Furious can be clearly seen 

in one of the most recent advertising cam-

paigns for Dodge, in which 

he competed on the streets of London with his long-time 

friend, Letty. Behind the wheel of this incredible sports car, 

the film’s star reminded the audience that the 

Daytona was able to reach and 

exceed 200 mph (about 320 km / h) for the first time, a 

speed record that would remain unbeaten for years.

The 1969 Charger would become one of Dodge’s most 

emblematic models for decades to follow, when an orange 

version named General Lee  – in reference to the well-

known Confederate officer of the Civil War – became one 

of the stars of the popular television series The Dukes of 

Hazzard (1979–1985). 

AN UNEXPECTED COUP

In 1970, to celebrate the turn of the decade, Dodge intro-

duced some changes to the Charger, such as a large 

wrap-around, chrome-plated bumper that highlighted its

oaring engines, wheels on the starting line itch-

ing to burn rubber, focused drivers each with an 

air of defiance, possibly with an old score to 

settle, expressed by white-knuckled hands grip-

ping the steering wheel. Headlights illuminate the night, 

which has been brought to life by the rhythms of rap and 

reggaeton. As the stakes are raised, so too are the adren-

aline levels and the growing excitement dominates the 

spectators who have come to the meet-up.

A WAY OF LIFE

Responsible for such hits as Dragon: The Bruce 

Lee Story (1993), Dragonheart (1996) and Daylight 

(1996), an article by journalist Kenneth Li about under-

ground street races being organized in cities across the 

United States caught Cohen’s eye. ‘It’s a precise environ-

ment’, the filmmaker commented. ‘It’s a world of its own, 

When filming began on the first instalment of the Fast & Furious saga, no one could have imagined that it 

would become one of the most popular franchises in the history of cinema. Today, Fast & Furious is a mass 

phenomenon that brings together millions of fans from around the world, and not only due to the movies –  

the associated soundtracks, video games and toys also play a pivotal role in the saga’s popularity.
