oaring engines, wheels on the starting line itching to burn rubber, focused drivers each with an air of defiance, possibly with an old score to settle, expressed by 

white-knuckled hands gripping the steering wheel. 
Headlights illuminate the night, which has been 
brought to life by the rhythms of rap and reggae-
ton. As the stakes are raised, so too are the adren-
aline levels and the growing excitement dominates 
the spectators who have come to the meet-up. The 
race is about to begin and, with it, a wild torrent 
of feelings, overwhelmed by speed. This is Fast & 
Furious, a world of its own, filled with the smell of 
gasoline and engine noise where thrills and spills 
belong. It is a universe that captivates both those 
who love motor racing and the general public due 
to its compelling stories of family, loyalty and 

speed, its races, and also for its line-up of breath-
taking vehicles. But how was Fast & Furious born?A WAY OF LIFETo understand how the saga originated, we need 

to go back to the beginning of 2000, when the 
director Rob Cohen had an idea for a movie set in 
the world of street racing. Responsible for such 
hits as Dragon: The Bruce Lee Story (1993), Drag-
onheart (1996) and Daylight (1996), an article by 
journalist Kenneth Li about underground street 
races being organized in cities across the United 
States caught Cohen’s eye. “It’s a precise environ-
ment,” the filmmaker commented. “It’s a world of 
its own, full of protocols and initiation rites, with 
a language of its own, with heroes and villains, 
full of drama.”

As soon as Dominic Toretto’s 1970 Dodge Charger R/T appears on screen, fans  of Fast & Furious know that the action is about to begin. Speed, adventure, and passion are the main ingredients behind  this extraordinarily successful franchise.
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Rob Cohen, Neal H. Moritz, and Doug Clay-
bourne all agreed that the movie should be set in 
Los Angeles, not only because it is the real scene 
of many street races, but also because of its prom-
inent role in American car culture. With the help 
of screenwriters Gary Scott Thompson, writer of 
the disturbing story of Hollow Man (2000), David 
Ayer, already known for the intense script of the 
war thriller U-571 (2000), and debutant Erik 
Bergquist, the team began to build a fascinating 
story that pursued a clear objective: to put the 
viewers behind the wheel of an extraordinary ad-
venture, to make them feel speed like never before, 
and show them the fascinating world dedicated 
to stripping down, rebuilding, and assembling 
engines to create dream vehicles. 

“What we are doing with The 
Fast and the Furious,” explained 
Rob Cohen during the filming of 
the first instalment, “is, in a way, 
taking the Western and recreating 
it from a contemporary urban point 
of view. Our film deals with some 
of the most important themes in 
classic Westerns: loyalty, freedom, 
betrayal... But, instead of conven-
tional horses, we have horsepower 
under the hood.”

“LET’S GO FOR  
A LITTLE RIDE...”
And that horsepower, which pow-
ered the engines of the most daz-

Rob shared his growing fascination for this 
world with the producer Neal H. Moritz, with 
whom he had worked on the television movie The 
Rat Pack (1998), and who had stood out as a 
producer of blockbusters such as I Know What You 
Did Last Summer (1997) and Blue Streak (1999). 
They were joined by another famous cinema figure, 
Doug Claybourne, who had produced, among 
other titles, the classic movie by Francis Ford Cop-
pola Rumble Fish (1983), based on the novel by 
S. E. Hinton. They all saw the project clearly and 
started working on it. Cohen began to go incog-
nito to some night races that were held in the 
industrial zone of Los Angeles. “It’s a hobby and 
a way of life,” the director concluded. “It’s a mul-
ticultural community that has become famous the 
world over through magazines and pages on the 
Internet, for the slang it has created and because 
putting yourself to the test in extreme situations 
is so attractive.”

BEHIND THE WHEEL OF ADVENTURE
Little by little, the architects of what would soon 
be known as Fast & Furious were enchanted by 
the culture that arose around the world of street 
racing, which, in some ways, was reminiscent of 
the legendary medieval jousts in which the bravest 
knights put their honor at stake. Despite bringing 
together people who lived outside of social norms, 
the movie’s promoters quickly understood that there 
was something very special about them. This was a 
particular culture in which close friendships and 
permanent rivalries were forged side by side.

zling vehicles, was undoubtedly one of the first 
masterstrokes of the saga. Many viewers were left 
open-mouthed when gazing upon such beauties 
as the famous 1970 Dodge Charger driven by 
Dominic Toretto, or other born racers thundering 
across the screen at full speed, like a 1995  
Mitsubishi Eclipse RS 420A, a 1994 Toyota Supra, 
and a 1993 Mazda RX-7. 

The first movie of the franchise was shot in the 
autumn of 2000 with the relatively modest 
budget of $38 million. The cast was led by a 
charming actor, Paul Walker, in the role of Brian, 
along with a tough guy, Vin Diesel, playing 
Toretto. The Fast and the Furious (2001) pre-
miered the following year without any of its cre-
ators being entirely sure of how it would be re-
ceived. Their surprise, therefore, must have been 
palpable on seeing that the public flooded to 
enjoy the races and duels of the film, which 
earned more than $200 million in revenue world-
wide. In the blink of an eye, the movie had a 
huge social impact, popularizing a music genre 
which until then had been rather marginal, show-
ing young people new fashions and styles of 
clothing, and causing a real stir around the world 
of “tuning” – the modification of the appearance 
or the performance of the vehicles to personalize 

them to the maximum. The passion for this type 
of customization even made it the focus of pub-
lications devoted to the subject, and formed the 
basis of some television programs.

THE NEW INSTALMENTS
Due to the phenomenal success of the first movie, 
Universal promoted a sequel that hit the screens 
only two years later. 2 Fast 2 Furious (2003) fo-
cused on the life of Brian O’Connor in Miami, 
following the events of the previous instalment. 
Rekindling the police plot around the world of 
street racing, this movie showed off a new as-
sortment of high-powered vehicles that delighted 
the fans with their competitions, chases, and 
impressive accidents. 

The third movie was set in Tokyo to include 
brand-new models from the Asian market and a 
completely new cast. The Fast and the Furious: 
Tokyo Drift (2006) ensured that fans of the series 
had the opportunity to learn more about the cul-
ture of street racing in Asia, before returning to 
the United States for the next movie, Fast & Furi-
ous (2009), which reverted to the original cast of 
the series, turning them into the definitive protag-
onists of an electrifying series of adventures, 
marked by a clear global character.

AA part from its exhilarating action, the Fast & Furious saga is also a clear tribute to 
American cars. This was recognized by Rob Cohen, director of the first instalment 
The Fast and the Furious (2001), saying: “A lot has been said and written about 

the role of the automobile in the development of American culture. The car is a symbol of 
freedom and mobility. There is a stage in your life in which you depend entirely on your 
parents to get around. And then, you finally get your driver’s licence at 16. From that moment 
on, you’re free. And you never forget the car that gave you that freedom.”

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achieved the same maximum torque, but at 
4,000 rpm. Magnums with “Six Packs” were, in 
fact, able to compete with the Dodge Charger 
Street HEMI® in quarter-mile races. Of course, as 
well as the extra carburetors, Magnum 440s were 
aided by the tougher Dana 60 rear axle, with the 
possibility of a final transmission ratio of 3.54 or 
4.10, depending on whether more acceleration or 
a higher top speed was required. In any case, the 
F70×14 Red Streak tires with a striking red circle 
on their edges withstood those bursts of power 
reasonably well.

IMPROVEMENTS AND EXTRAS
As well as their better-quality engines, 1970 
Dodge Charger R/Ts featured upgraded brakes, 
with heavy-duty drums and reinforced suspension. 
Vacuum servo, front disc brakes, and power steer-
ing could be bought as optional extras. The R/T 
logos on the front, the sides and the rear, the 
wheel rims, and the trunk (“Bumblebee”) stripes 
differentiated the Dodge Charger R/T model from 
a standard Dodge Charger.

The 1970 model was easy to distinguish from 
its predecessors due to the discreet chrome edge 
around the whole of the front aspect and the re-
moval of the central separation seen on the 1969 

model. The headlamps were reversible thanks to 
electric motors, a solution used on the first gener-
ation of the Dodge Charger and replaced by a 
vacuum mechanism on the 1968 and 1969 mod-
els. Although the two vertical scallops of the pre-
vious models were retained on the doors, in the 
case of the R/T version they were covered by an 
appendage and colored R/T letters. The rear, with 
its two hockey-stick-style taillights, showed no 
noticeable changes from the 1969 model.

Differences were also found in the interior. In 
1970, all the Chrysler Group’s models with the 
B-platform adopted the ignition key cylinder on 
the steering column instead of the dashboard. The 
glove compartment was moved to a lower position 
and map holders became optional features. The 
gear shifter was placed more vertically and with a 
handle similar to that of a handgun, the reason 
why it was known as the “pistol-grip” shifter. 
While basic Dodge Chargers could opt for a bench 
seat, Dodge Charger R/Ts had two bucket seats 
with better fastening. Curiously, safety belts and 
headrests were optional features.

Also optional were air-conditioning, mechanical 
cruise control, padded armrest between the front 
bucket seats, AM/FM radio, eight-track cartridge 
player with three speakers, electrically adjusted 
driver’s rearview mirror, electrically operated sun-
roof, and a six-point adjustable driver’s seat.

AN IMPRESSIVE LOOK 
The 1970 Dodge Charger range offered a wide range 
of colors that could be ordered from the factory,

The season lasted from January 18 to November 22, 1970, and it was the last 
year in which “wing cars” could compete. The 1970 Dodge Charger’s record of 
victories was overwhelmingly superior compared to the 1969 Charger Daytona 
and the Plymouth Superbird. Bobby Isaac won 11 races with the 1970 Dodge 
Charger model and three victories – in Martinsville, Hickory, and Thompson – 
with a 1969 Dodge Charger.
Bobby Allison secured the last victory of that season with another 1970 Dodge 
Charger. That year the brand broke another impressive record, as the no.88 
Dodge Daytona driven by Buddy Baker traveled at more than 200 mph (nearly 
320 km/h) on a trial lap that was held on March 24. This speed had never 
before been achieved on a closed racetrack and it would be 13 years before 
the record was broken. In fact, the Chrysler Group informed everyone that the 
car had hit an incredible 243 mph (391 km/h) on the company’s oval test track. 
For the 1971 season, the rule changes eliminated the advantage of those 
winged warriors, so manufacturers halted the development of this extreme 
aerodynamic technology.

T
he origins of the Dodge car manufacturing 
firm date back to October 25, 1864, the 
date John Francis Dodge was born. His in-
separable brother Horace Elgin came into 

the world on May 17, 1868. When they were old 
enough, the two brothers began working in the 
family business, specializing in precision mechanics 
for farm machinery, engines, gear assemblies, type-
writers, and other mechanisms. In 1897, they made 
their first bicycle, which incorporated a patented 
ball-bearing system that they created. In 1900, the 
brothers established themselves in Detroit, the cradle 
of American car-making, with a small mechanical 
workshop in the Boydell building and just 12 em-

ployees. The Dodge brothers’ firm supplied engines 
and transmissions to Ransom Eli Olds, who pro-
duced the first low-cost, mass-produced car in the 
US, the Curved Dash. Little by little, Dodge became 
one of the most important suppliers in the car in-
dustry of that period.

THE DODGE BROTHERS AND HENRY FORD 
When Henry Ford founded the Ford Motor Company 
in 1903, he hired the Dodge brothers to manufac-
ture – exclusively for him – 650 chassis, engines, 
gearboxes, and axles. The brothers became share-
holders of the new company. For a time, John and 
Horace were Ford’s main suppliers, but Henry 

From a humble family of mechanics, brothers John and Horace Dodge rose to occupy second 
place in the US car industry rankings in less than 20 years, first making parts for third parties 
and then for their own vehicles. But tragedy struck at the peak of their professional lives.

For Dodge 
Charger R/Ts, the hood with scallops painted black 
was also available, something that reinforced the 
model’s muscular look. Basic Dodge Chargers had 
the 500 package as an alternative configuration, 
which, unlike the limited production version of the 
1969 model, did not include dynamic improvements, 
only aesthetic ones. Both the Dodge Charger 500s 
and the Dodge Charger R/Ts could upgrade their 
equipment with the SE (Special Edition) package, 
which included a vinyl-lined roof, leather upholstery, 
wood inserts in the dashboard and the steering 
wheel, Rallye instruments, and a front stabilizer bar.

The 1970 Dodge Charger range did not offer the 
Daytona version. For that season, NASCAR an-
nounced the prohibition of the use of large spoilers 
– so-called “wing cars” – and limited cylinder ca-

pacity to 5 l. Therefore, the most powerful Dodge 
Charger that could be bought in 1970 was the 
Dodge Charger R/T 426 HEMI®, although the 440 
Magnum was a little more comfortable for driving 
on public highways. In any case, gasoline consump-
tion was not yet a concern in that period.

Although the 1968 and 1969 models sold very 
well, the trend did not continue with the 1970 
Dodge Charger. This was due in part to the appear-
ance of a smaller and more economical model, the 
Dodge Challenger – also available as an R/T – and 
the growing rise in the cost of insurance policies 
for Dodge Charger R/Ts with engines of more than 
7 l. Of the 49,768 units that were manufactured 
in 1970, 10,337 were R/Ts. The most in-demand 
versions are those whose combinations of engine, 
interior, extras, and bodywork color are more dif-
ficult to identify, making them much rarer u

A total of 11 races  
in the 1970 NASCAR 

season were won by that 
year’s Dodge Charger, 
champion Bobby Isaac’s 
favorite car.

THE DODGE BROTHERS AND THEIR CREATION
By now the workforce had in-creased to 7,000 employees. The brothers had made their money with the dividends from Ford and with the money from supply contracts. They had in-vested just $10,000 in the Ford Company in 1903, but in 1919 Henry Ford bought back his share – 10 percent of the 

Ford Motor Company – for $25 million. On top of 
$5.4 million in dividends and $1.7 million in prof-
its, the brothers had amassed a colossal fortune.A SAD END

The successes continued, with the production of 
70,000 cars in 1916, 124,000 in 1917, and 145,000 
in 1920. By then, the Dodge Company had 20,000 
employees on its books and was the fourth largest 
manufacturer in the US. But that year turned out to 
be fateful because of the global flu pandemic. After 

attending a car fair, John Dodge died of pneumonia 
in New York City on January 14, 1920. Horace never 
got over the loss of his older brother, and he died of 
cirrhosis on December 10, 1920.Their descendants were unable to maintain the 

company’s success. With the approval of the two 
widows, the factory manager, Frederick J. Haynes, 
acted as CEO until 1925, when a production peak 
of 200,000 units was reached. There were more 
than a million Dodge sedans on the roads of the 
US in that period, but Ford and Chevrolet were 
already way out in front. The family decided to sell 
the company to the Dillon, Read & Company in-
vestment bank for the sum of $146 million. Al-
though it carried on for three more years, it was 
sold to Walter P. Chrysler in July 1928 – before the 
Wall Street Crash and the Great Depression – for 
$170 million. Ever since then, the Dodge brand 
has been an inseparable part of the Chrysler 
Group, which has maintained the brand founded 
by John and Horace u

The Dodge Brothers badge with the intertwined letters D and B was retained until 1939, although the marque was just called Dodge after 1929, by then under the control of the Chrysler Group.

The Dodge Brothers Motor Car Company assembly line in Hamtramck, Michigan, at the start  
of the 1910s. The original factory was closed  down and demolished  in the early 1980s.
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The last second-generation Dodge Charger Road/Track (R/T) established itself as one of the 

most iconic American muscle cars. Its unmistakable “Coke bottle” style, powerful V8 engines, 

racing genes, and its appearances on television and in movies were fundamental in forging its 

reputation. The 1970 Dodge Charger R/T is currently one of the most sought-after muscle cars, 

as it marked the end of a prodigious era for motoring fans.

B
etween 1966 and 1978, there were sev-

eral generations of the Dodge Charger, all 

of them large models – more than 16 ft 

(5 m) long – and known as “B-bodies” 

because of their use of Chrysler’s B-platform. 

The 1970 Dodge Charger R/T was positioned as 

the top-of-the-range model in the year it went on 

sale. There were two variants of the model – the 

standard Dodge Charger and the Dodge Charger 

R/T, the latter suitable for driving both on public 

highways and also on racetracks with virtually no 

modifications required.

LEGENDARY ENGINES

There was a wide range of engines available for 

the basic model. Owners could opt for the simple 

six-cylinder 225 Slant Six (3.7 l/145 hp) or for 

three versions of the V8 engine: 318 cu in 

(5.2 l/230 hp), 383 cu in with a double-barrel car-

buretor (6.3 l/290 hp), or the same unit with a 

four-barrel carburetor (6.3 l/335 hp). Dodge 

Charger R/Ts had superior engines, with blocks of 

more than 7 l and gross horsepower between 375 

and 425 hp. The 440 cu in Magnum engine was 

offered with either a four-barrel carburetor (7.2 l 

and 375 hp) or with the “Six Pack”, a Holley 3200 

triple two-barrel carburetor (7.2 l/390 hp) inher-

ited from the 1969 Dodge Super Bee and the 

Plymouth Roadrunner. However, instead of using 

aluminum manifolds, cast-iron manifolds were 

used on the 1970 Dodge Charger R/T. The jewel 

in the crown was the 426 cu in Dodge Charger 

Street HEMI® (7.0 l/425 hp) with a double 

four-barrel carburetor. This configuration was quite 

rare, something that makes this model highly 

sought-after today.

The maximum torque figures of these engines 

were impressive: 651 Nm at 3,200 rpm for the 

Magnum 1×4 or 664 Nm at 3,600 rpm for the 

Magnum 3×2.

THE STAR CAR

wanted to be more independent so he could lower 
the price of his automobiles. Business was booming 
and the brothers eventually established themselves 
in Hamtramck, Michigan, in 1910. However, differ-
ences between Henry Ford and the Dodge brothers 
drove the latter to leave the company, of which John 
Dodge had been the director and vice-president – 
after 1914, Ford and the Dodge brothers went their 
own separate ways. This was when the Dodge 
Brothers Motor Car Company was founded, with 
capital of five million dollars and the ambition to 
make better cars than Ford.

At the end of 1914, the Dodge brothers pre-
sented their first complete automobile – incorpo-
rating several technical innovations, it was more 
advanced than the Ford Model T, but with a slightly 
higher price ($785). The entire bodywork was made 

of steel, and it had geared transmission, a more 
powerful engine (35 hp) than the Ford T, an electric 
starter motor, improved suspension, a windshield, 
and a tachometer. Popularly, the 1914 Dodge 
Brothers Model 30-35 was known as “Old Betsy”. 
In 1915, the first full year of manufacturing, 
45,000 units of the Model 30-35 were sold, an 
immediate success that even had the US Army in-
terested. The Touring Car was joined by the two-seat 
Roadster model, whose price was very reasonable.
