affordable sports cars with relatively 
modest engines—were converted into 
muscle cars by mounting more and  
more powerful engines.

workshop of Shelby American, which 
marketed its specially prepared models

developed during the participation 
between the two men.Derek Kolstad was pleasantly surprised by the experience of  working with Keanu Reeves in this 

way. “What I really like about Keanu is 
that he’s a normal, laidback guy. He’s 
incredibly bright and such a hard worker.” Together, the actor and screenwriter continued to outline the 

story of a man whose past is as dark 
as his present, as John Wick becomes embroiled in a world that 
has its own rules and punishments, 
within which only the strongest players can survive.

Although the Directors Guild of America only awarded director credit 
for John Wick to Chard Stahelski, the truth is that a very important 
part of the film was made in collaboration with his business partner 
David Leitch, who would eventually be credited as producer. They both 

strove to ensure that all action scenes had a deep emotional and 
artistic impact. They were the originators of a dark, monochromatic and 

elegant esthetic, geometric framing, and the creation of a universe full 

of dangers, shadows and secrets, in which John Wick is much more 
than simply a man: he is a legend.

RAGE AND HOPE

Soon after, we see John Wick get 

back behind the wheel of his beloved 

Mustang. This time it takes him to 

a remote and lonely airport. At the 

gate is a man inside a 2008 Ford 

pure fury, the Mustang embodies the 

strength and determination of John 

Wick. Every curve in the car's lines, 

every detail of its interior design, is 

a manifestation of the determination 

and steely self-control of its driver.

The loss of Helen haunts him 

so much that he's tempted to end 

that anguish for good, so he takes 

the Mustang to the track one more 

time. John Wick gasps for a few 

moments, as does the engine, until 

he accelerates again and drives at 

full speed towards the parked trucks. 

Hurtling toward an inevitable end, he 

grabs the steering wheel and screams 

to release the internal pain that has 

taken hold of him. But, in the last 

fraction of a second, John hits the 

brakes and the Mustang comes to 

a stop just inches from one of the 

trucks. Despite the pain of his loss, 

the sadness and hopelessness, 

a glimmer of sanity comes to his 

mind. John Wick chooses to live, 

and so begins an adventure that his 

thousands of fans around the world 

will follow with true passion l

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A UNIQUE MUSTANG

EMOTIONAL CONNECTION

The Ford Mustang becomes a symbol of John Wick's 

past. As shown in the first film, this iconic car 

represents the protagonist's emotional connection 

to his old life, before he is dragged back into the 

criminal underworld.
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To build the most powerful, sportiest Mustang ever 

created—this was the idea of Ford's development 

department when it came up with the Mach 1 options 

package that turned the Mustang into an asphalt beast.

Under the Mach 1’s matte black front hood and air scoop is a Cobra Jet engine, as indicated  

on the sides of the intake. under the hood.

FORD MUSTANG MACH 1 (1969) ALMOST A RACE CAR

B y the late 1960s, the muscle car 
war had got very serious. Competing manufacturers uprated the sports versions of 

their intermediate models with 
big-block V8 engines, and all those that 

had been born as pony cars—that is, 
affordable sports cars with relatively 
modest engines—were converted into 
muscle cars by mounting more and  
more powerful engines. As the driving 

force behind this new generation of 
models, the Ford Mustang had more and 

more rivals to contend with, so it 
increased the number of the high-
performance variants, first from the 
workshop of Shelby American, which 
marketed its specially prepared models 

through the Ford sales network, and later 

with its own versions, such as the 
Mustang Boss, for which the 428 cu in 

(7 liter) Cobra engines were used.

The Mach 1 package applied to a 1969 Mustang in red. 

This has a hood with the Shaker-type scoop covering a 428 cu in  

(7 liter) Cobra Jet engine.

THE SPEED OF SOUND
In the late 1960s, Ford decided that the 

Shelby, Boss, and GT Mustangs were not 

enough to assert the model's supremacy 

over its rivals, so it launched a new 
high-performance version in the form of 

the Mach 1 package. Ford was offering 

an alternative for customers who wanted 

a muscle car based on the Mustang, 
with an options package that was named 

after the speed of sound: Mach 1.

The cabin included customized elements, such as wood inserts in the doors and dashboard, and bucket 

seats, which provided better support when cornering.

FORD FAIRLANE GT

THE FORD STORY
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Vertical double headlamps were the most striking element in the first Fairlane GT and GTA.

The front of the 1966 version, with its vertical double headlamps, was spectacular. hp. Both variants included separate seats (the rest of the range had a continuous front bench seat), reinforced suspension, disk brakes on the front axle, a sporty steering wheel, and differing esthetic details. 
In addition to greater horsepower thanks to a higher compression ratio, the GTA was characterized by a new 

automatic gearbox called the SportShift Cruise-o-Matic. “GTA” stands, in fact, for “Grand Touring Automatic.” In addition to versions with a 390-cu-in (6.4-liter) engine, Ford manufactured some Fairlane units with a larger air intake and the 427-cu-in, 7-liter competition engine, destined for the NASCAR oval and other competitions. But these 

its double headlamps now placed vertically. A version with a convertible body was also debuted. In terms of mechanics, one of the main innovations was offering various optional packages, including the vehicles sold as GT and GTA. Both shared the 390 cu in (6.4 liter) engine, the first “big block” that Ford had installed on a standard Ford Fairlane, but while the GT version offered 315 hp, the GTA reached 335 

of equipment and comfort. With 657 gross hp, Ford manufactured about 120 units destined for competition and produced no more, since in 1965 the technical regulations on drag racing were changed.

Not far away is Aurelio's garage, 

a chop shop on the outskirts of New 

York, where stolen cars’ identity is 

occasionally removed. When the guy 

who accosted John Wick at the gas 

thought he had abandoned forever. 

In the course of the long early 

morning, Aurelio receives a visitor 

and a phone call. The man on the 

phone is Viggo Tarasov. He wants 

to ask Aurelio for an explanation of 

why he hit his son. The mechanic 

doesn’t beat about the bush and 

simply states that Iosef has stolen 

John Wick’s Ford Mustang. No further 

details are needed. The mobster 

hangs up the phone with the single 

word, “Oh.” 

The visitor is John Wick. Aurelio 

waits for him while he takes a glass 

of liquor and offers another one to his 

old friend. John asks him if he knows 

anything about the Mustang. The 

owner of the garage admits that the 

car has been there and reveals that 

Viggo's son Iosef has stolen it. He 

then asks him what him plans to do. 

John gulps down his drink and simply 

responds: “I need a ride.” l
