The father of Peanuts

Charles M. Schulz
After its first newspaper serialization in 1950, the Peanuts comic strip ran for 

50 years, while the US original has been translated into more than 40 

languages and distributed in 75 countries. So how did its creator, Charles M. 

Schulz, come up with the idea? In this first issue, we explore the author's 

early life up until the birth of Peanuts.

 A childhood in Minnesota

Charles Monroe Schulz was born on November 26, 1922, in 

Minneapolis, Minnesota. He was the only son of Carl – a 

hairdresser, like the father of Charlie Brown – and Dena 

Schulz. He was given the nickname “Sparky,” which was 

inspired by a racehorse called Spark Plug that appeared in a 

popular comic strip of the era, Barney Google. 

In 1927, the Schulz family moved to the nearby town of Saint 

Paul. As Minnesota is a landlocked northern state of the USA, 

it experiences large temperature differences between summer 

and winter, unlike the warm climate of the state of California 

where Schulz lived for 42 years. If Peanuts features many 

scenes of skiing or ice skating, it is because of the harsh 

Minnesota winters Schulz experienced during his childhood.

As a child, Schulz loved comic books, and every week he 

eagerly awaited the comic strips published in the Sunday 

paper. He loved to draw, and his talent was already recognized 

when he was in kindergarten. At primary school, he doodled 

Mickey Mouse and Popeye. When he was around the age of 

12, a black-and-white dog came into the Schulz household. 

He would be called Spike, and his presence was related to the 

creation of Snoopy a few years later.

Wartime experience in his twenties

Pushed by his parents while he was still in high school, 

Charles took a correspondence course in cartoons and 

illustration. In one episode of Peanuts, Snoopy is learning to 

play tennis by mail, perhaps because this method of teaching 

was familiar to his creator.

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However, America had joined World War II, and in 1943 at 

age 20, Schulz was drafted into the army, and sent to France 

and Germany. His experience of war is present in a cartoon 

to mark Veterans Day (also Armistice Day/Remembrance 

Day) on November 11, in a scene when Snoopy raises a root 

beer, and again in one from June 6 (the day of the D-Day 

Normandy landing). During his military service, Schulz lost his 

mother Dena to cancer and went through a difficult period.

Inspiration for Peanuts characters 

After the war, Schulz began working as a letterer for a 

Christian comic magazine. He also had a second job 

reviewing students’ work for the same art correspondence 

course that he had taken when he was a high school student. 

Charles was very influenced by the people he met during this 

period, which would feed the characters and stories of 

Peanuts. In particular, he met a colleague named Charlie 

Brown, while the woman Schulz fell in love with would serve 

as a model for the little red-haired girl with whom Charlie 

Brown is smitten.

While still working as a reviewer, he continued to draw his 

own cartoons, and in 1947, Li'l Folks, which would evolve into 

Peanuts, was published in a local newspaper. In 1950, Schulz 

sent his Li'l Folks series to the office of United Feature 

Syndicate. He got no immediate response, but was invited to 

New York and signed a serialization contract. However, the 

agency wanted to change the name of the series from Li'l 

Folks to Peanuts. Despite some reluctance, Schulz accepted 

their request and, on October 2, the Peanuts comic strip 

started in seven national dailies.
From the start of the series in 1950 until the last one on 

February 13, 2000, Schulz drew a total of 17,897 comic 

strips. He never took an assistant, and always worked alone 

on all the stages of creation: coming up with the idea for the 

story, doing the sketches, then inking the drawing. Many of 

Charles M. Schulz’s story ideas were based on experiences 

from his childhood, his married life, or his contacts with other 

children. But he was also inspired by his hobbies and 

interests, such as tennis, golf, or dancing – which he took up 

with his wife – reading, watching movies, or following fashion.

On October 2, 1950, the earliest Peanuts comic strip appeared 

in seven newspapers. When Snoopy first joined the series, two 

days later, he walked on all fours and ran after a ball, acting more 

like a real dog. Later, as he interacts with his master Charlie 

Brown and his friends, Snoopy begins walking on two legs, lying 

dreaming on the roof of his kennel and writing novels. Not only 

that, but he sometimes disguises himself as a pilot, lawyer, or 

figure skater. He will evolve into a unique beagle dog with a fertile 

imagination, capable of slipping into anyone's skin.

Snoopy is also greedy. He loves donuts and cookies, and waits 

impatiently for Charlie Brown to bring him his food bowl. He has a 

weakness for pretty girls and has a lot of success: on Valentine's 

Day, he gets so many love letters that they don't all fit in his 

mailbox. One day, he even decides to get married. He doesn't 

like cats and coconut, and the neighbor's cat is his sworn enemy.

Snoopy first appeared in the Peanuts series on October 4, 1950, two days after the start of 

the strip. At first glance, he looks like an ordinary dog and is difficult to recognize. In April 

2016, a plush toy of this adorable Snoopy with the flower on his head was designed and 

marketed by the Charles M. Schulz Museum. This product was an immediate success.

Charlie Brown gives Snoopy a lot of love, but the beagle’s mind always seems to somewhere 

else.

In the beginning, Snoopy 

frolics on all four paws like 

a real dog. The first time he 

walks on two legs is in 1956, and 

from then on his relationship with 

Charlie Brown and his friends 

becomes more that of equals. 

During the 1950s, he begins to 

imitate animals and do his 

happy dance. In the second half of the 1950s, Snoopy had a slender 

silhouette, but in the 1960s, his shape begins to round off. 

He evolves into a beagle full of originality, sitting on his 

roof, writing on his typewriter.

Snoopy’s head is getting bigger and he is 

rounder overall. From this time on, he imagines 

himself in various alter-egos. For example, "Joe 

Cool" and “World Famous Attorney” emerge.

Snoopy as we picture him today dates 

from this period. This is the mature 

Snoopy, whose character is completely 
established.

During the character’s period of maturity Snoopy is full of class as he 

drinks coffee or dances with Charlie Brown’s girl. However, in the 

1990s, he spends more time on Charlie Brown's lap and shows 

behavior closer to that of a real dog.

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The backboard should go all the way into the recessed part of the backrest, so it fits flush, as shown here.

Fit the backrest to the back of the seat by firmly pressing its mounting pins into the holes.

Carefully drive screws into the two remaining holes in the 
seat to fix the backrest in place.

Assembly Stage Completed!
That finishes the assembly of the couch. You can display the Snoopy and Linus figurines on it now, but it won't be finished until Issue 2, when you get the seat cushions for the couch, plus the floor it fits on.

If the backboard does not fit all the way into the 
recess in the backrest, it will create a ridge, as seen 
above. Use your fingers to press the backboard firmly 
all the way into the backrest.

First, identify the front and back of the part (6) Picture Frame. Take careful note of which way up it goes.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Let's start assembling the "Relaxing at Home" diorama. 

First, we will put the couch together, and attach the 

picture frame to the back wall.

Use the part (11) Screwdriver to drive part (12) Screws 

through the two holes under the seat and into the pins 

under the armrest.

Mirror Step 3, to fit the part (3) Left Armrest to the left-hand 

side of the seat. 

Secure the armrest with two screws as in Step 4.Press the part (1) Backrest and part (2) Backboard together.  

The backboard has six raised posts that match holes in the 

backrest.

The trick of fitting the screws is to position them 

squarely – without tilting – as you insert them into 

the holes. When you tighten the screws, press and 

tighten them simultaneously, using most of the force 

to press them in, and the only a little in turning. Let 

the handle of the screwdriver touch the palm of your 

hand, so you can apply pressure easily.

The magnetic tip of the 

screwdriver can be used 

to hold the screws while 

you insert them, so that 

you do not have hold 

them in place in the 

holes by hand.

The screwdriver has a magnetic tip to hold the screws

Keep the screw squarely in the hole while turning the 

screwdriver. The key is to use the right pressure.

The father of Peanuts

Charles M. Schulz
After its first newspaper serialization in 1950, the Peanuts comic strip ran for 

50 years, while the US original has been translated into more than 40 

languages and distributed in 75 countries. So how did its creator, Charles M. 

Schulz, come up with the idea? In this first issue, we explore the author's 

early life up until the birth of Peanuts.

 A childhood in Minnesota

Charles Monroe Schulz was born on November 26, 1922, in 

Minneapolis, Minnesota. He was the only son of Carl – a 

hairdresser, like the father of Charlie Brown – and Dena 

Schulz. He was given the nickname “Sparky,” which was 

inspired by a racehorse called Spark Plug that appeared in a 

popular comic strip of the era, Barney Google. 

In 1927, the Schulz family moved to the nearby town of Saint 

Paul. As Minnesota is a landlocked northern state of the USA, 

it experiences large temperature differences between summer 

and winter, unlike the warm climate of the state of California 

where Schulz lived for 42 years. If Peanuts features many 

scenes of skiing or ice skating, it is because of the harsh 

Minnesota winters Schulz experienced during his childhood.

As a child, Schulz loved comic books, and every week he 

eagerly awaited the comic strips published in the Sunday 

paper. He loved to draw, and his talent was already recognized 

when he was in kindergarten. At primary school, he doodled 

Mickey Mouse and Popeye. When he was around the age of 

12, a black-and-white dog came into the Schulz household. 

He would be called Spike, and his presence was related to the 

creation of Snoopy a few years later.

Wartime experience in his twenties

Pushed by his parents while he was still in high school, 

Charles took a correspondence course in cartoons and 

illustration. In one episode of Peanuts, Snoopy is learning to 

play tennis by mail, perhaps because this method of teaching 

was familiar to his creator. 

Schulz drawing a Peanuts comic strip. The original boards were much 
larger than a page of the newspaper in which the series was published, 
and even the panels were drawn by hand.

The Schulz family pictured in around 1937, featuring Charles Schulz 
(right), his father Carl, and his mother Dena, together with their dog 
Spike, whose arrival is tied to the creation of Snoopy.
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However, America had joined World War II, and in 1943 at 

age 20, Schulz was drafted into the army, and sent to France 

and Germany. His experience of war is present in a cartoon 

to mark Veterans Day (also Armistice Day/Remembrance 

Day) on November 11, in a scene when Snoopy raises a root 

beer, and again in one from June 6 (the day of the D-Day 

Normandy landing). During his military service, Schulz lost his 

mother Dena to cancer and went through a difficult period.

Inspiration for Peanuts characters 

After the war, Schulz began working as a letterer for a 

Christian comic magazine. He also had a second job 

reviewing students’ work for the same art correspondence 

course that he had taken when he was a high school student. 

Charles was very influenced by the people he met during this 

period, which would feed the characters and stories of 

Peanuts. In particular, he met a colleague named Charlie 

Brown, while the woman Schulz fell in love with would serve 

as a model for the little red-haired girl with whom Charlie 

Brown is smitten.

While still working as a reviewer, he continued to draw his 

own cartoons, and in 1947, Li'l Folks, which would evolve into 

Peanuts, was published in a local newspaper. In 1950, Schulz 

sent his Li'l Folks series to the office of United Feature 

Syndicate. He got no immediate response, but was invited to 

New York and signed a serialization contract. However, the 

agency wanted to change the name of the series from Li'l 

Folks to Peanuts. Despite some reluctance, Schulz accepted 

their request and, on October 2, the Peanuts comic strip 

started in seven national dailies.
From the start of the series in 1950 until the last one on 

February 13, 2000, Schulz drew a total of 17,897 comic 

strips. He never took an assistant, and always worked alone 

on all the stages of creation: coming up with the idea for the 

story, doing the sketches, then inking the drawing. Many of 

Charles M. Schulz’s story ideas were based on experiences 

from his childhood, his married life, or his contacts with other 

children. But he was also inspired by his hobbies and 

interests, such as tennis, golf, or dancing – which he took up 

with his wife – reading, watching movies, or following fashion.

On October 2, 1950, the earliest Peanuts comic strip appeared 

in seven newspapers.

Later, as he interacts with his master Charlie 

Brown and his friends, Snoopy begins walking on two legs, lying 

dreaming on the roof of his kennel and writing novels. Not only 

that, but he sometimes disguises himself as a pilot, lawyer, or 

figure skater. He will evolve into a unique beagle dog with a fertile 

imagination, capable of slipping into anyone's skin.

Snoopy is also greedy. He loves donuts and cookies, and waits 

impatiently for Charlie Brown to bring him his food bowl. He has a 

weakness for pretty girls and has a lot of success: on Valentine's 

Day, he gets so many love letters that they don't all fit in his 

mailbox. One day, he even decides to get married. He doesn't 

like cats and coconut, and the neighbor's cat is his sworn enemy.

2016, a plush toy of this adorable Snoopy with the flower on his head was designed and 

marketed by the Charles M. Schulz Museum. This product was an immediate success.

In the beginning, Snoopy 

frolics on all four paws like 

a real dog. The first time he 

walks on two legs is in 1956, and 

from then on his relationship with 

Charlie Brown and his friends 

becomes more that of equals.

imitate animals and do his 

happy dance. In the second half of the 1950s, Snoopy had a slender 

silhouette, but in the 1960s, his shape begins to round off.

During the character’s period of maturity Snoopy is full of class as he 

drinks coffee or dances with Charlie Brown’s girl. However, in the 

1990s, he spends more time on Charlie Brown's lap and shows 

behavior closer to that of a real dog.

Use the part (11) Screwdriver to drive part (12) Screws 

through the two holes under the seat and into the pins 

under the armrest.

Mirror Step 3, to fit the part (3) Left Armrest to the left-hand

Secure the armrest with two screws as in Step 4. Press the part (1) Backrest and part (2) Backboard together.  

The backboard has six raised posts that match holes in the

The trick of fitting the screws is to position them 

squarely – without tilting – as you insert them into 

the holes. When you tighten the screws, press and 

tighten them simultaneously, using most of the force 

to press them in, and the only a little in turning. Let 

the handle of the screwdriver touch the palm of your 

hand, so you can apply pressure easily.

The magnetic tip of the 

screwdriver can be used 

to hold the screws while 

you insert them, so that

The father of Peanuts

Charles M. Schulz
After its first newspaper serialization in 1950, the Peanuts comic strip ran for 

50 years, while the US original has been translated into more than 40 

languages and distributed in 75 countries. So how did its creator, Charles M. 

Schulz, come up with the idea? In this first issue, we explore the author's 

early life up until the birth of Peanuts.

 A childhood in Minnesota

Charles Monroe Schulz was born on November 26, 1922, in 

Minneapolis, Minnesota. He was the only son of Carl – a 

hairdresser, like the father of Charlie Brown – and Dena 

Schulz. He was given the nickname “Sparky,” which was 

inspired by a racehorse called Spark Plug that appeared in a 

popular comic strip of the era, Barney Google. 

In 1927, the Schulz family moved to the nearby town of Saint 

Paul. As Minnesota is a landlocked northern state of the USA, 

it experiences large temperature differences between summer 

and winter, unlike the warm climate of the state of California 

where Schulz lived for 42 years. If Peanuts features many 

scenes of skiing or ice skating, it is because of the harsh 

Minnesota winters Schulz experienced during his childhood.

As a child, Schulz loved comic books, and every week he 

eagerly awaited the comic strips published in the Sunday 

paper. He loved to draw, and his talent was already recognized 

when he was in kindergarten. At primary school, he doodled 

Mickey Mouse and Popeye. When he was around the age of 

12, a black-and-white dog came into the Schulz household. 

He would be called Spike, and his presence was related to the 

creation of Snoopy a few years later.

Wartime experience in his twenties

Pushed by his parents while he was still in high school, 

Charles took a correspondence course in cartoons and 

illustration. In one episode of Peanuts, Snoopy is learning to 

play tennis by mail, perhaps because this method of teaching 

was familiar to his creator. 

Schulz drawing a Peanuts comic strip. The original boards were much 
larger than a page of the newspaper in which the series was published, 
and even the panels were drawn by hand.

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However, America had joined World War II, and in 1943 at 

age 20, Schulz was drafted into the army, and sent to France 

and Germany. His experience of war is present in a cartoon 

to mark Veterans Day (also Armistice Day/Remembrance 

Day) on November 11, in a scene when Snoopy raises a root 

beer, and again in one from June 6 (the day of the D-Day 

Normandy landing). During his military service, Schulz lost his 

mother Dena to cancer and went through a difficult period.

Inspiration for Peanuts characters 

After the war, Schulz began working as a letterer for a 

Christian comic magazine. He also had a second job 

reviewing students’ work for the same art correspondence 

course that he had taken when he was a high school student. 

Charles was very influenced by the people he met during this 

period, which would feed the characters and stories of 

Peanuts. In particular, he met a colleague named Charlie 

Brown, while the woman Schulz fell in love with would serve 

as a model for the little red-haired girl with whom Charlie 

Brown is smitten.

While still working as a reviewer, he continued to draw his 

own cartoons, and in 1947, Li'l Folks, which would evolve into 

Peanuts, was published in a local newspaper. In 1950, Schulz 

sent his Li'l Folks series to the office of United Feature 

Syndicate. He got no immediate response, but was invited to 

New York and signed a serialization contract. However, the 

agency wanted to change the name of the series from Li'l 

Folks to Peanuts. Despite some reluctance, Schulz accepted 

their request and, on October 2, the Peanuts comic strip 

started in seven national dailies.
From the start of the series in 1950 until the last one on 

February 13, 2000, Schulz drew a total of 17,897 comic 

strips. He never took an assistant, and always worked alone 

on all the stages of creation: coming up with the idea for the 

story, doing the sketches, then inking the drawing. Many of 

Charles M. Schulz’s story ideas were based on experiences 

from his childhood, his married life, or his contacts with other 

children. But he was also inspired by his hobbies and 

interests, such as tennis, golf, or dancing – which he took up 

with his wife – reading, watching movies, or following fashion.

On October 2, 1950, the earliest Peanuts comic strip appeared 

in seven newspapers. When Snoopy first joined the series, two 

days later, he walked on all fours and ran after a ball, acting more 

like a real dog. Later, as he interacts with his master Charlie 

Brown and his friends, Snoopy begins walking on two legs, lying 

dreaming on the roof of his kennel and writing novels. Not only 

that, but he sometimes disguises himself as a pilot, lawyer, or 

figure skater. He will evolve into a unique beagle dog with a fertile 

imagination, capable of slipping into anyone's skin.

Snoopy is also greedy. He loves donuts and cookies, and waits 

impatiently for Charlie Brown to bring him his food bowl. He has a 

weakness for pretty girls and has a lot of success: on Valentine's 

Day, he gets so many love letters that they don't all fit in his 

mailbox. One day, he even decides to get married. He doesn't 

like cats and coconut, and the neighbor's cat is his sworn enemy.

Snoopy first appeared in the Peanuts series on October 4, 1950, two days after the start of 

the strip. At first glance, he looks like an ordinary dog and is difficult to recognize. In April 

2016, a plush toy of this adorable Snoopy with the flower on his head was designed and 

marketed by the Charles M. Schulz Museum. This product was an immediate success.

happy dance. In the second half of the 1950s, Snoopy had a slender 

silhouette, but in the 1960s, his shape begins to round off.

This is the mature 

Snoopy, whose character is completely 
established.

During the character’s period of maturity Snoopy is full of class as he 

drinks coffee or dances with Charlie Brown’s girl. However, in the 

1990s, he spends more time on Charlie Brown's lap and shows 

behavior closer to that of a real dog.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCT IONS

First, we will put the couch together, and attach the 

picture frame to the back wall.

Use the part (11) Screwdriver to drive part (12) Screws 

through the two holes under the seat and into the pins 

under the armrest.

Mirror Step 3, to fit the part (3) Left Armrest to the left-hand 

side of the seat. 

Secure the armrest with two screws as in Step 4. Press the part (1) Backrest and part (2) Backboard together.  

The backboard has six raised posts that match holes in the 

backrest.

The trick of fitting the screws is to position them 

squarely – without tilting – as you insert them into 

the holes. When you tighten the screws, press and 

tighten them simultaneously, using most of the force 

to press them in, and the only a little in turning. Let 

the handle of the screwdriver touch the palm of your 

hand, so you can apply pressure easily.

The magnetic tip of the 

screwdriver can be used 

to hold the screws while 

you insert them, so that 

you do not have hold 

them in place in the 

holes by hand.

The father of Peanuts

Charles M. Schulz
After its first newspaper serialization in 1950, the Peanuts comic strip ran for 

50 years, while the US original has been translated into more than 40 

languages and distributed in 75 countries. So how did its creator, Charles M. 

Schulz, come up with the idea? In this first issue, we explore the author's 

early life up until the birth of Peanuts.

 A childhood in Minnesota

Charles Monroe Schulz was born on November 26, 1922, in 

Minneapolis, Minnesota. He was the only son of Carl – a 

hairdresser, like the father of Charlie Brown – and Dena 

Schulz. He was given the nickname “Sparky,” which was 

inspired by a racehorse called Spark Plug that appeared in a 

popular comic strip of the era, Barney Google. 

In 1927, the Schulz family moved to the nearby town of Saint 

Paul. As Minnesota is a landlocked northern state of the USA, 

it experiences large temperature differences between summer 

and winter, unlike the warm climate of the state of California 

where Schulz lived for 42 years. If Peanuts features many 

scenes of skiing or ice skating, it is because of the harsh 

Minnesota winters Schulz experienced during his childhood.

As a child, Schulz loved comic books, and every week he 

eagerly awaited the comic strips published in the Sunday 

paper. He loved to draw, and his talent was already recognized 

when he was in kindergarten. At primary school, he doodled 

Mickey Mouse and Popeye. When he was around the age of 

12, a black-and-white dog came into the Schulz household. 

He would be called Spike, and his presence was related to the 

creation of Snoopy a few years later.

Wartime experience in his twenties

Pushed by his parents while he was still in high school, 

Charles took a correspondence course in cartoons and 

illustration. In one episode of Peanuts, Snoopy is learning to 

play tennis by mail, perhaps because this method of teaching 

was familiar to his creator.

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However, America had joined World War II, and in 1943 at 

age 20, Schulz was drafted into the army, and sent to France 

and Germany. His experience of war is present in a cartoon 

to mark Veterans Day (also Armistice Day/Remembrance 

Day) on November 11, in a scene when Snoopy raises a root 

beer, and again in one from June 6 (the day of the D-Day 

Normandy landing). During his military service, Schulz lost his 

mother Dena to cancer and went through a difficult period.

Inspiration for Peanuts characters 

After the war, Schulz began working as a letterer for a 

Christian comic magazine. He also had a second job 

reviewing students’ work for the same art correspondence 

course that he had taken when he was a high school student. 

Charles was very influenced by the people he met during this 

period, which would feed the characters and stories of 

Peanuts. In particular, he met a colleague named Charlie 

Brown, while the woman Schulz fell in love with would serve 

as a model for the little red-haired girl with whom Charlie 

Brown is smitten.

While still working as a reviewer, he continued to draw his 

own cartoons, and in 1947, Li'l Folks, which would evolve into 

Peanuts, was published in a local newspaper. In 1950, Schulz 

sent his Li'l Folks series to the office of United Feature 

Syndicate. He got no immediate response, but was invited to 

New York and signed a serialization contract. However, the 

agency wanted to change the name of the series from Li'l 

Folks to Peanuts. Despite some reluctance, Schulz accepted 

their request and, on October 2, the Peanuts comic strip 

started in seven national dailies.
From the start of the series in 1950 until the last one on 

February 13, 2000, Schulz drew a total of 17,897 comic 

strips. He never took an assistant, and always worked alone 

on all the stages of creation: coming up with the idea for the 

story, doing the sketches, then inking the drawing. Many of 

Charles M. Schulz’s story ideas were based on experiences 

from his childhood, his married life, or his contacts with other 

children. But he was also inspired by his hobbies and 

interests, such as tennis, golf, or dancing – which he took up 

with his wife – reading, watching movies, or following fashion.

Not only 

that, but he sometimes disguises himself as a pilot, lawyer, or 

figure skater. He will evolve into a unique beagle dog with a fertile 

imagination, capable of slipping into anyone's skin.

Snoopy is also greedy. He loves donuts and cookies, and waits 

impatiently for Charlie Brown to bring him his food bowl. He has a 

weakness for pretty girls and has a lot of success: on Valentine's 

Day, he gets so many love letters that they don't all fit in his 

mailbox. One day, he even decides to get married. He doesn't 

like cats and coconut, and the neighbor's cat is his sworn enemy.

In April 

2016, a plush toy of this adorable Snoopy with the flower on his head was designed and 

marketed by the Charles M. Schulz Museum. This product was an immediate success.

1990s, he spends more time on Charlie Brown's lap and shows 

behavior closer to that of a real dog.

The trick of fitting the screws is to position them 

squarely – without tilting – as you insert them into 

the holes. When you tighten the screws, press and 

tighten them simultaneously, using most of the force 

to press them in, and the only a little in turning. Let 

the handle of the screwdriver touch the palm of your 

hand, so you can apply pressure easily.

The magnetic tip of the 

screwdriver can be used 

to hold the screws while 

you insert them, so that

The father of Peanuts

Charles M. Schulz
After its first newspaper serialization in 1950, the Peanuts comic strip ran for 

50 years, while the US original has been translated into more than 40 

languages and distributed in 75 countries. So how did its creator, Charles M. 

Schulz, come up with the idea? In this first issue, we explore the author's 

early life up until the birth of Peanuts.

 A childhood in Minnesota

Charles Monroe Schulz was born on November 26, 1922, in 

Minneapolis, Minnesota. He was the only son of Carl – a 

hairdresser, like the father of Charlie Brown – and Dena 

Schulz. He was given the nickname “Sparky,” which was 

inspired by a racehorse called Spark Plug that appeared in a 

popular comic strip of the era, Barney Google. 

In 1927, the Schulz family moved to the nearby town of Saint 

Paul. As Minnesota is a landlocked northern state of the USA, 

it experiences large temperature differences between summer 

and winter, unlike the warm climate of the state of California 

where Schulz lived for 42 years. If Peanuts features many 

scenes of skiing or ice skating, it is because of the harsh 

Minnesota winters Schulz experienced during his childhood.

As a child, Schulz loved comic books, and every week he 

eagerly awaited the comic strips published in the Sunday 

paper. He loved to draw, and his talent was already recognized 

when he was in kindergarten. At primary school, he doodled 

Mickey Mouse and Popeye. When he was around the age of 

12, a black-and-white dog came into the Schulz household. 

He would be called Spike, and his presence was related to the 

creation of Snoopy a few years later.

Wartime experience in his twenties

Pushed by his parents while he was still in high school, 

Charles took a correspondence course in cartoons and 

illustration. In one episode of Peanuts, Snoopy is learning to 

play tennis by mail, perhaps because this method of teaching 

was familiar to his creator. 

Schulz drawing a Peanuts comic strip. The original boards were much 
larger than a page of the newspaper in which the series was published, 
and even the panels were drawn by hand.

The Schulz family pictured in around 1937, featuring Charles Schulz

Spike, whose arrival is tied to the creation of Snoopy.
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However, America had joined World War II, and in 1943 at 

age 20, Schulz was drafted into the army, and sent to France 

and Germany. His experience of war is present in a cartoon 

to mark Veterans Day (also Armistice Day/Remembrance 

Day) on November 11, in a scene when Snoopy raises a root 

beer, and again in one from June 6 (the day of the D-Day 

Normandy landing). During his military service, Schulz lost his 

mother Dena to cancer and went through a difficult period.

Inspiration for Peanuts characters 

After the war, Schulz began working as a letterer for a 

Christian comic magazine. He also had a second job 

reviewing students’ work for the same art correspondence 

course that he had taken when he was a high school student. 

Charles was very influenced by the people he met during this 

period, which would feed the characters and stories of 

Peanuts. In particular, he met a colleague named Charlie 

Brown, while the woman Schulz fell in love with would serve 

as a model for the little red-haired girl with whom Charlie 

Brown is smitten.

While still working as a reviewer, he continued to draw his 

own cartoons, and in 1947, Li'l Folks, which would evolve into 

Peanuts, was published in a local newspaper. In 1950, Schulz 

sent his Li'l Folks series to the office of United Feature 

Syndicate. He got no immediate response, but was invited to 

New York and signed a serialization contract. However, the 

agency wanted to change the name of the series from Li'l 

Folks to Peanuts. Despite some reluctance, Schulz accepted 

their request and, on October 2, the Peanuts comic strip 

started in seven national dailies.
From the start of the series in 1950 until the last one on 

February 13, 2000, Schulz drew a total of 17,897 comic 

strips. He never took an assistant, and always worked alone 

on all the stages of creation: coming up with the idea for the 

story, doing the sketches, then inking the drawing. Many of 

Charles M. Schulz’s story ideas were based on experiences 

from his childhood, his married life, or his contacts with other 

children. But he was also inspired by his hobbies and 

interests, such as tennis, golf, or dancing – which he took up 

with his wife – reading, watching movies, or following fashion.

On October 2, 1950, the earliest Peanuts comic strip appeared 

in seven newspapers. When Snoopy first joined the series, two 

days later, he walked on all fours and ran after a ball, acting more 

like a real dog. Later, as he interacts with his master Charlie 

Brown and his friends, Snoopy begins walking on two legs, lying 

dreaming on the roof of his kennel and writing novels. Not only 

that, but he sometimes disguises himself as a pilot, lawyer, or 

figure skater. He will evolve into a unique beagle dog with a fertile 

imagination, capable of slipping into anyone's skin.

Snoopy is also greedy. He loves donuts and cookies, and waits 

impatiently for Charlie Brown to bring him his food bowl. He has a 

weakness for pretty girls and has a lot of success: on Valentine's 

Day, he gets so many love letters that they don't all fit in his 

mailbox. One day, he even decides to get married. He doesn't 

like cats and coconut, and the neighbor's cat is his sworn enemy.

2016, a plush toy of this adorable Snoopy with the flower on his head was designed and 

marketed by the Charles M. Schulz Museum. This product was an immediate success.

In the beginning, Snoopy 

frolics on all four paws like 

a real dog. The first time he 

walks on two legs is in 1956, and 

from then on his relationship with 

Charlie Brown and his friends 

becomes more that of equals.

happy dance. In the second half of the 1950s, Snoopy had a slender 

silhouette, but in the 1960s, his shape begins to round off.

During the character’s period of maturity Snoopy is full of class as he 

drinks coffee or dances with Charlie Brown’s girl. However, in the 

1990s, he spends more time on Charlie Brown's lap and shows 

behavior closer to that of a real dog.

Secure the armrest with two screws as in Step 4. Press the part (1) Backrest and part (2) Backboard together.  

The backboard has six raised posts that match holes in the

The trick of fitting the screws is to position them 

squarely – without tilting – as you insert them into 

the holes. When you tighten the screws, press and 

tighten them simultaneously, using most of the force 

to press them in, and the only a little in turning. Let 

the handle of the screwdriver touch the palm of your 

hand, so you can apply pressure easily.

The magnetic tip of the 

screwdriver can be used 

to hold the screws while 

you insert them, so that
