Her construction was so costly that Charles 
I imposed a special tax to fund the 
works. This decision was unpopular 
with the people and Parliament, and 
became a major factor in starting the 
English Civil War that led ultimately to 
the king’s execution. The extraordinary features of 
HMS Sovereign of the Seas became the blueprint for the 
fighting ships that were to dominate the seas  
in later centuries.
